
Swage Machine Setup and Preparation
1.  Remove all of the components from the carton and 

check for any missing or damaged parts.
2.  Unlatch the three clamps, remove the cover, then set 

the cover aside.
3.  Connect a properly grounded power cord to the 

receptacle on the machine (110v).
4.  Cycle the machine up and down three times (using 

the Up and Down switch) to ensure that the cylinder is 
extending and retracting properly.

5.  With the cylinder completely retracted all of the way into 
the machine, unplug the machine and place it on a level 
surface, then inspect the oil level of the machine by 
loosening the breather/dipstick and pulling it out to see 
if its tip is wet with oil. If the level is insufýcient, then add 
a small amount of Dexron ATF in the dipstick hole (vent) 
until the tip of the dipstick is wet.  Do Not Overýll.  

6.  Check to ensure that the swage collar and threaded 
stud are secure.

7.  Square off and de-burr the end of the pipe.  If you are 
using SC (Secondary Contained) piping, cut back the 
scuff guard layer to the sump wall (approximately 9ò for 
dispenser sumps) and cut back the SC layer 4İ".  If 
the ýtting is being installed in a tank sump, cut the scuff 
guard so that it is within 1" of the outside of the sump.  
For further cut back details, see the processôs complete 
description in the DWC-XXX Double Wall Cutter (SC) 
Installation Instructions or in APTôs Installation Guide 
Overview.

8.  In preparation for swaging as shown below, lubricate the 
inside diameter of the swage ýtting with white lithium 
grease only. Use of any other lubricant will void the 
warranty and may cause ýtting or machine damage.
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Follow all federal, state and local laws governing the installation of the associated systems.  When no other 
regulations apply, follow NFPA codes 30, 30A and 70 from the National Fire Protection Association.  Failure to 
follow these codes could result in severe injury, death, serious property damage, environmental contamination 
and/or system degradation. 

Do not operate a swage machine in the presence of þammable/combustible materials, water, or an explosive 
atmosphere.

Before Use
Visually inspect all of the components for shipping damage. If any shipping damage is found, do not use this product and 
contact an APT representative for further assistance.
Read all warnings, cautions and instructions included with and/or attached to the machine, ýttings, test boots and 
assembly tools before operation. Follow all safety precautions to avoid personal injury and/or property damage during 
operation.
APT will not be responsible for any damage or injury resulting from unsafe use of the swage machine, improper 
maintenance and/or incorrect product and system application.

Note:  The SMB-100 should not be used with a long extension cord.  Keep the swage machine close to the power source 
to ensure that there is enough amperage to properly operate.

Use only APT swage ýtting tooling. Use of other manufacturerôs tooling will result in improper 
assembly and potential ýtting failure.
